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Suvedi developed a Master plan for Green Space 
management of land at P.N. University which 
followed on his work as a Fulbright Scholar in 
Nepal in 2006. The P.N. Campus Student union has 
begun developing a Green Space Park with a grant 
of $30,000 from the UNDP Global Environmental 
Facility’s Small Grant program. While in Nepal, 
Dr. Suvedi taught a Research Methodology 
Workshop for the Faculty of Education and he was 
invited to the Annual School Day in Hamsapur, 
where he had previously worked with Rotary 
International to provide clean drinking water. 

Peter Yu (Law School) co-organized a conference 
on “The Impact of TRIPS—Indo-U.S. Exchange” at 
the NALSAR University of Law in Hyderabad, 
India, December 15-16. He published “From Pirates 
to Partners (Episode II): Protecting Intellectual 
Property in Post-WTO China.” The American 
University Law Review, Vol. 55.  

2007 in Flint. The last seminar is scheduled to be 
given in Fall 2007, in Novi, Michigan. As a full 
partner site with Indiana University, the Asian 
Studies Center receives funding for these courses 
directly from the Freeman Foundation and assumes 
responsibility for all aspects of the programs.  Since 
the intent of the Freeman Foundation is to create a 
permanent place for the teaching of East Asia in the 
middle and high school classroom, the program 
provides funding for school libraries to purchase 
materials for classroom use, as well as providing 
books and stipends to the individual teachers who 
participate in the thirty hour seminars. Participating 
teachers may receive continuing education credit for 
the course and also are eligible for a study tour to 
China, Japan or Korea in the year after they 
complete the seminar. 

These seminars have been highly praised by 
participating teachers. Gary Sheiko of East 
Kentwood High School, Grand Rapids commented. 
“Having the opportunity to participant in your 
seminar ‘Teaching about East Asia’ has been one of 
the best decisions I’ve ever made in terms of 
professional development as well as personal 
feelings of achievement.” Ruth McFadden from 
Flint noted, “I would have been happy to pay for this 
seminar—it has enriched my life and teaching.” 
Although  the Novi seminar is the final one 
scheduled for Michigan in the last year of the 
program, the NCTA national coordinating 
committee is preparing an application to the 
Freeman foundation to continue offering these very 
successful seminars for another ten years. 

Report on the National Consortium for Teaching 
about Asia Program 
The National Consortium for Teaching about Asia 
(NCTA) is a ten year initiative created in 1998 with 
funding from the Freeman Foundation to encourage 
and facilitate teaching and learning about Asia in 
world history, geography, social studies, and 
literature courses. Launched in October 1998, this 
nationwide program is a collaboration of the East 
Asian Studies programs of five national institutions: 
Columbia University, the five college Center for 
East Asian Studies, Indiana University, the 
University of Colorado, and the University of 
Washington. Since its inception, NCTA has 
established introductory seminars for the teaching 
of East Asia in forty states.  The program is now 
entering its final year of operation (2007-2008) and 
has reached thousands of teachers throughout the 
US. 

The Asian Studies Center, in partnership with 
Indiana University’s Center for East Asian Studies, 
has offered the Teaching about East Asia Seminar 
five times: in 2001 in East Lansing, 2003 in Troy, 
2005 in East Lansing, 2006 in Grand Rapids, and
